Directives for Policy Board Meeting
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Condom use should be enforced in sexual encounters intra and extramarital 100%
Condom Use slogan should be revitalized ( since people become complacent with the
decline of HIV and AIDS . Besides for condom is used for family planning purpose).
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HIV and AIDS along with Mother and Child Health ( prenatal care for PMTCT and mother
and Child care) should be proposed to be added into the existing points of Village and
Community Safety at the Commune level.
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For smart investment , mapping the epidemic and the response at commune level ( MARPs,
PLHIV, OVC, Migrants) should be undertaken in the NSPIII review. Priority interventions
should be selected in the NSPIV and be ready for resource mobilization ( GFATM by the use
of NFM).
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Revitalize what have been done so far in regard of Partnership and Collaboration . Agreement (
MOU) of the NGOs working on AIDS ( either registered at MOl and MOFA ) should be
revitalized. Regular monthly meeting of GDJ TWG will allow NGOs and other key stakeholders
especially NCHADS for follow up actions ( as mentioned in the MOU; if not abiding to terms
and conditions measures should be taken ; at Provincial level PAC should take part in following
up plan of actions of all NGOs operating in their respective location)
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Enabling Environment to be reviewed and officialized to enhance access to services for MARPs through a
harmonized system and collaboration at national and sub-national level.
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Focus on Young People at Risk ( Peer Education through official and informal groups; media
interventions )
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Reprogramming funding to address unforseen needs such as Newly recruited Military, social
protection support for OVC,.
